The State

The state has an important part to play in making and enforcing law. But what is a state? It is a
political unit with a territory that the international community treats as independent, for example the
United Kingdom, Barbados or Japan. Law settles how the state is to be governed (its constitution),
what duties it owes its citizens, and what duties they owe to one another and to it. The law of the state
consists, of a system of government, together with a framework for making the life of citizens more
secure and for enabling them to flourish.

Since each state has its own system of law, there are many legal systems: the law of the United
Kingdom, Barbados, Japan etc. The laws of states differ a bit but also have much in common. Legal
systems are called systems because in each state or part of a state with its own laws there are official
bodies concerned with the whole of its law. These bodies- the branches of the state- are the legislature,
which makes laws, the executive government, which puts laws into effect, and the judges, who decide
disputes about the law. These branches of government try to see that the laws do not conflict with one
another. In other words, they treat the laws as pans of a system that hangs together.

The First Laws

For ages man‘s conduct was governed by nothing more than the accumulated experience of his
forefathers, which he followed unconsciously. Each people built up its sets of customs and many of
these customs developed into law. The earliest known legal text was written by Ur-Nammu, a king of
Mesopotamian city of Ur, in about 2100 B.C. It dealt largely with compensation for bodily injuries,
and with the penalties for witchcraft and runaway slaves.

One of the most detailed ancient legal codes was drawn to about 1758 B.C. by Hammurabi, the
Babylonian king. The entire code consisting of 282 paragraphs was carved in stone and set in a temple
to the Babylonian god Marduk so that it could be read by every citizen.

The laws laid down by Hammurabi covered crime, marriage and divorce, the rights of slave
owners and slaves, the settlement of debts, inheritance and property contracts. There were even
regulations about taxes and the prices of goods.

Another early code is the code of Hebrew law, contained in the Book of Exodus in the Bible.

In Greece each city state had its own law. Some laws were common to many states, such as the
laws relating to family life. In the seventh century B.C. the Greeks began to put their laws into writing.
About 594 B.C. Solon, the famous Athenian law-giver , provided a new code of law. The Athenians
did not consider it necessary to have legal experts for non-criminal cases. In a civil case the verdict
was given by a jury, which might number anything from 201 to 2500. The members of the jury
listened to speeches made by the persons who had brought the case before them, and by their friends.
Barristers were not allowed but speeches were sometimes prepared by professional speech-writers.

Roman law is one of the greatest systems that has ever existed. It was based upon custom, and
by A.D. 528 the quantity of Roman law had become so immense that the Emperor Justinian in
Constantinople ordered a clear, systematic code of all the laws to be made.

Roman law has had a deep influence upon the law of the world. The law of most European
countries is based upon it, and it had some influence on Anglo-Saxon law, which is the other great law
system of the world. For many years Roman law seemed to be lost or forgotten but it reappeared in the
eleventh century, when there was a great revival of learning. Many European countries began to use
Roman law in their courts. In France, however, until Napoleon codified the law in 1804, each province
had its own laws. The Napoleonic Code was a splendid achievement. It was copied in many countries
in Europe and south America.
