Tema 1:

THE AIMS OF LAW

Law has several aims. They are all concerned with making society more stable
and enabling people to flourish. The law forbids certain ways of behaving like
murder*, libel*, and requires others, like paying income tax*. If people disobey

the rules* the law threatens them with something unpleasant (often called a
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sanction*), like being punished or having to pay compensation*. The idea is
that within this framework of do’s and don’ts people can live more securely®.
If they are more secure they will treat one another better.

A second aim is the following. Laws guarantee to people who buy and sell
goods, make wills*, take employment, form companies and so on that the state
will if necessary enforce* these arrangements.

A third aim is to settle disputes* about what the law is and whether it has been
broken*. Taking these three aims together, we see that law not only threatens*
those who do what it forbids* but promises to protect® people’s interests. It
Imposes restrictions® on them but also gives them certain guarantees.

Lastly, a very important aim of law is to settle what the system of government
Is to be. Today and for the last few hundred years we have been mainly
governed by sovereign states. That is changing. We are now increasingly
governed, indirectly or directly, by international bodies (for example the
European Union). But the state still occupies centre stage, especially when it
comes to enforcing laws.

ENFORCING THE LAW

Governments have many ways to be sure that citizens obey the law. They
explain to the public what the law is and try to provide social support for law
and order. They use police forces to investigate crimes and catch criminals.
They use courts to complete the investigation of criminal and civil offences and
to pass sentences to punish the guilty and deter others. And they try to re-
educate and reform people who have broken the law. Which of these is most
effective in enforcing the law?

The laws of all countries are in written records - the legal codes of countries,
the statutes and case judgments of common law countries, etc. Many people do
not know where to find these records. Rut ignorance of the law is almost never
a defence for breaking it. Governments usually expect citizens to know the
laws.

However, there are many laws, such as those prohibiting theft, assault and
dangerous driving, which simply reflect social and moral attitudes to everyday
behavior. In such cases a person knows he is breaking the law, even if he
doesn’t know exactly which law it is.

Tema 3
THE LAW AND THE FAMILY
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Here, we will look at how the law sees the family a special institution; how some
legal systems treat married couples and their children differently from the
unmarried; the process of divorce; custody of and responsibility for children; and
protection from violence in the home. Finally, we will consider the rights of
succession to the property of a family member when they die.

Beyond the mere function of providing a new generation of children, the family is
often promoted for its moral contribution to society. Despite a growing labor
shortage, the Japanese government has passed very little legislation challenging
the assumption that mothers should stay at home rather than go out to work. In
Ireland, which is strongly influenced by the doctrines of the Catholic Church,
divorce remains illegal.

In some societies the family is thought to be so important that there is very little
legal intervention in family life. In many Islamic countries, for example, fathers,
brothers and sons are allowed considerable authority over the females in their
family. As late as the 1970s, the male head of the household in Switzerland was
deemed to represent the interests of everyone within that household, and,
consequently, none of the women could vote in national elections. But in many
parts of the world, the law now promotes the rights of individuals within the family
unit, and regulates family relations through legislation. Raised from the taxes of
the working population as a whole, child benefit is paid directly to the mother, and
retirement pensions are paid to grandparents, so that they are less dependent upon
financial support from a family member. -In Sweden, parents can be prosecuted
for physically punishing their children and children have a limited capacity to
divorce their parents. In Britain, as in many countries, there are special family
courts with very strong powers to control and transfer private property in the
interests of children. Much of the work of other courts is also directly relevant to
family life.

Tema 4:
WHAT IS A CRIME?
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Crime is a part of public law - the law regulating the relations between
citizens and the state. Crimes are acts which the state considers to be
wrong and which can be punished by the state. There are some acts
which are crimes in one country but not in another. For example, it is a
crime to drink alcohol in Saudi Arabia, but not in Egypt. It is a crime to
smoke marijuana in England, but not (in prescribed places) in the
Netherlands. It is a crime to have more than one wife at the same time in
France, but not in Indonesia. In general, however, there is quite a lot of
agreement among states as to which acts are criminal. A visitor to a
foreign country can be sure that stealing, physically attacking someone or
damaging their property will be unlawful. But the way of dealing with
people suspected of crime may be different from his own country.
Elements of Proof

In many legal systems it is an important principle that a person cannot be
considered guilty of a crime until the state proves he committed it. The
suspect himself need not prove anything, although he will of course help
himself if he can show evidence of his innocence. The state must prove
his guilt according to high standards and there are elements that must be
proved.

In codified systems, these elements are usually recorded in statutes. In
common law systems, the elements of some crimes are detailed in
statutes; others, known as “common law crimes”, are still described
mostly in case law.

There are usually two important elements to a crime: (1) the criminal act
itself; and (2) the criminal state of mind of the person when he committed
the act. In Anglo-American law these are known by the Latin terms of (1)
Actus Reus and (2) Mens Rea.
